Indications for device therapy in heart failure
	Biventricular pacemaker (need to meet all of the following criteria)

	1. New York Heart Association class III–IV symptoms on medical therapy

	2. QRS duration >130 ms (note: left bundle-branch block, not right bundle-branch block)

	3. Left ventricular enlargement (end-diastolic dimension >55 mm)

	4. Left ventricular ejection fraction <35%

	Implantable cardioverter-defibrillator (can meet any of the following criteria)

	1. Any hemodynamically significant or symptomatic ventricular arrhythmia, including resuscitated cardiac arrest or syncope/near syncope suggestive of such

	2. Ischemic cardiomyopathy with previous myocardial infarction (≥30 days in past) and left ventricular ejection fraction ≤30%

	3. Nonischemic cardiomyopathy in absence of criterion 1 and left ventricular ejection fraction ≤35%
